4 Area Profile - Rutherglen and Cambuslang

A report dated 23 June 2010 by the Executive Director (Corporate Resources) was submitted on
key indicators of conditions in the Rutherglen and Cambuslang Area Committee area.

The Central Research Unit within Corporate Resources maintained a website allowing access to
a wide range of information at a datazone level. Datazones were neighbourhoods of around
750 people, produced by the Scottish Government, which allowed data to be analysed and
information to be reported on at approximations to a Council ward and Area Committee area
basis.
